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   We meet at Fox Hills Lake on Sundays from 10:30 until 16:30 all year round, weather permitting. 

 

Directions to Fox Hills Lake from the M27 travelling West : 
 

Continue from the M27 junction 1 on to the A31. On your left you will pass a Little Chef and petrol 

station, and after approx. ½ Mile turn LEFT sign posted to Emery Down ( don’t miss it or you will have a 

16mile journey to get back to here again). In about 200 Yds. take the gravel track on the Right and follow 

it to Andrews Mare car park. Walk westerly for about 600yds. to Fox Hills Lake, (the second of the lakes, 

the first is only a dew pond). 

 

Directions to Fox Hills Lake from Ringwood on the A31 travelling East : 
 

Just before the M27 Junction 1, LEAVE  the A31 on the slip road and continue around the roundabout 

and up the slip road back on to the A31 now going WEST. On your left you will pass a Little Chef and 

petrol station, and after approx. ½ Mile turn LEFT sign posted to Emery Down ( don’t miss it or you will 

have a 16mile journey to get back here again). In about 200 Yds. take the gravel track on the Right and 

follow it to Andrews Mare car park. Walk westerly for about 600yds. to Fox Hills Lake, (the second of 

the lakes, the first is only a dew pond). 

 

Directions to Fox Hills Lake from Lyndhurst travelling West on the A35,  Or 

 from Christchurch travelling East on the A35 :  
 

At the western edge of Lyndhurst, opposite the Swan Inn, turn Right from Lyndhurst or Left from 

Christchurch, sign posted to Emery Down. Follow this road for approx.3 Miles. And about 200Yds before 

the A31, take the gravel track on the Left and follow it to Andrews Mare car park. Walk westerly for 

about 600yds. to Fox Hills Lake, (the second of the lakes, the first is only a dew pond).
